Eye opening and challenging - Two words that perfectly describes our World 

Challenge experience in Thailand. 

On 6 August, 12 Dainfern College students accompanied by Mrs Coetzee 

departed from OR Tambo filled with excitement and a hint of fear as we had 

no idea what to expect on our arrival in Thailand. Tired and drenched in 

sweat from the 38ÁC temperature we arrived in Bangkok and headed off to 

our only prebooked accommodation. Over the course of the next two days in 

Bangkok, we had to organise transportation and accommodation for the rest 

of our adventure. Each member in the team was assigned a leadership 

position in which we had to discuss budget, timing, communication, 

accommodation, transportation... and the list goes on. We realised that the 

ability to be a team player was going to be vital to the success of our trip.

Kanchanaburi, our next destination, was where we began our hiking phase of 

the trip. On Day 1, we visited the Erewan National Park of Thailand which 

included the beautiful Erewan Falls, where we not only hiked, but were able to 

cool off in two out of the five waterfalls. The following day our team hiked 

Hellfire Pass and visited the Bridge over the River Kwai which were both 

noted for the harsh conditions and heavy loss of life during the Second World 

War. We learnt about the history behind the beauty.  

The project phase of our trip was undoubtedly one of the highlights. This 

phase consisted of us working with a local orphanage in Uthai Thani. Over the 

course of our three days there, we had the opportunity to engage in various 

activities with the children. These activities included card games, soccer, 

volleyball, planting vegetables in their vegetable garden, a hike and a clean-up 

of the community. We formed close bonds, and became closer as a team 

within their community. We were also able to buy building material for the 

alterations taking place at the home. On our last night, we had a closing 

ceremony where the children presented us with a traditional Thai songs and 

ended the night off with a school war cry, sung with passion and pride. These 

children showed us that happiness does not come as a result of getting 

something we do not have, but rather from recognising and appreciating what 

we do have.  

And last, but certainly not least, the rest and relaxation phase on the island of 

Koh Chang where we had the chance to relax and explore the island. Keen to 

relax on the beach whilst catching a killer tan and venturing around the 

various markets exercising our bartering skills, we were unfortunately greeted 

by humidity and rain on a daily basis, but that did not stop us from exploring 

and having fun. We donned our raincoats, money belts and waterproof bag 

covers, and off we went! We spent a day on a boat trip where we went island 

hopping and snorkelling, getting the opportunity to explore Thailand's sea life 

one on one. 

On our last night on the island we ate dinner at a restaurant on the beach 

where we laughed and sang the night away, but this time not as a team, but 

as a family. The following morning we packed our backpacks and set off back 

to Bangkok. Our last night was spent reflecting back on our once-in-a-lifetime 

experiences, the unforgettable memories made and the close bonds formed. 

And in the blink of an eye, we were on our way home, bags packed, seatbelts 

on, sad to leave, but eager for the comfort of home once again. 

Thank you to Mrs Coetzee for making this trip possible. Team Thailand 2017:
